Insert the plug of the power cord into the socket only after installing the device. Make
sure that there is free access to the plug.

Do not touch the plug of the power supply cable with wet hands. Wipe the plug dry,
clean it from dust and carefully insert it into the outlet. Dust, water, or weak contact
can cause a fire or electric shock.

The blender must be disconnected from the power supply when moving, servicing or
repairing. To disconnect, hold on to the plug, do not pull or pull the power cord.

Do not use the appliance with a damaged power cord or socket. Do not twist, bend,
or extend the power cord. Do not place heavy objects on it. Make sure that the cord
does not touch sharp edges or hot surfaces.

Do not use the blender outdoors, do not expose it to rain, moisture, direct sunlight,
or other atmospheric phenomena, as well as in rooms with high air humidity at an air
temperature below 0°C. Do not place the appliance on a wet surface, as well as in
places of smoke and dust.

Do not immerse the blender in liquids above the connection point of the nozzle with
the motor unit.

FIRE HAZARD

splashes. Before processing hot products with a blender, they should be cooled to at
least 80°C.

e Do not allow fats and oils (including vegetable oils) to get on the body and plastic
parts of the device to avoid their damage. Do not heat the plastic parts.

e Keep the blender and its accessories clean. Do not use sharp metal scrapers, caustic
and abrasive cleaning agents, as they can scratch the surfaces of the device and
knives. Be careful when washing knives, in no case do not clean them with your bare
hand, use a brush for this.

& IMPORTANT! The working time of the blender at maximum speed should not
exceed 1 minute. It is necessary to interrupt the work for 1 minute after two or three
consecutive working cycles.

OPERATION

OVERLOAD AND OVERHEATING PROTECTION

The device is equipped with an automatic shutdown system in case of overload and
overheating of the engine. When the automatic shutdown is triggered, it signals that
the recommended operating time has been exceeded. If the engine stops unexpectedly
during operation, disconnect the appliance from the power supply and allow it to cool
down for 30 minutes. After connecting to the power supply, the device will be ready for
operation.

GROUNDING

This household appliance is equipped with a grounded plug installed on the power
cord. Therefore, it must be connected to an appropriate electrical outlet to protect against
short circuits.
